Support to ALIVE
Considering:

· The consensus reached during the discussions of the first General Assembly of ALIVE and the unanimously support to ALIVE principles and objectives as stated in its founding texts.
THE ALIVE FIRST GENERAL ASSEMBLY MET IN PARIS, France ON maY 31 2005 and ReCOMMENDED:

· To endorse the principle of the progressive transfer of the governance of ALIVE to African Union and AU-IBAR as detailed in the first recommendation of this General Assembly;

· That partners of the ALIVE platform promote the objectives adopted by the General Assembly to all relevant technical and political levels in order to obtain appropriate support;

· To foster the broad participation of all actors and partners involved in livestock in Africa within their respective mandate and according to their respective comparative advantage, and that this be analyzed and published in the framework of the portfolio review of current and forthcoming livestock-related operations;  
· That all stakeholders involved in livestock development including sub-regional organizations, research and education institutions be involved as key partners in programs that will receive the label of ALIVE; 

· That NEPAD be convinced to adopt a sectoral approach regarding the livestock aspects of the CAADP2;

· That the contribution of donors to the Multi-donors trust funds be the preferred financial mechanism of ALIVE to support the functioning of the platform and preserve the integrity of the action plan approved by the Executive Committee in accordance with the orientation proposed by the General Assembly;

· That all efforts be made by the partners of ALIVE to sensitize and to convince decision-makers on the importance of ALIVE, and under the leadership of AU to attract investors and donors, to implement the action plan of ALIVE and ensure the sustainability of its activities;
· That the African Union Commissioner leads the preparation of a special event on ALIVE under the auspices of a prominent African leader.
