Recommendation 

CONSIDERING :

· The Conceptual Note and the Operational Guide of Alive (original texts of the Partnership);

· The resolution adopted at the First Ordinary General Assembly held in Paris on 31 May 2006;

· The mandate of the African Union and the Inter African Bureau of Animal Resources;

· The creation of the Regional Animal Health Centre in Bamako in March 2006 and the future creation of three other Regional Centres (Nairobi, Gaborone and Tunis);

· The resolutions of the fifth, sixth and seventh Executive Committee of ALive regarding the progressive transfer of the governing bodies of the Partnership to African Institutions;

· The proposal of the African Union to organise the next International Ministerial Conference for the prevention and control of avian influenza and the fight against a possible eventual pandemic ;

· The proposal of the Government of Mali to host that International Conference in Bamako in December 2006;

THE SECOND ORDINARY GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF ALIVE HELD IN NAIROBI, KENYA, ON 25 October 2006

Thanks the host country, Kenya, represented by the Minister of Livestock and Fisheries Development, for having kindly hosted the meeting, Mrs the Commissioner for Rural Economies and Agriculture for the African Union, for having accepted to chair the meeting, and wishes her a prompt recovery, as well as the Minister of Livestock and Fisheries of Mali for having chaired the Second General Assembly of ALive.

In accordance with the draft resolution of the seventh meeting of the Executive Committee (EC7) recommends:

At the Institutional level
1. To its President to promote the ALive Partnership during the political event marking the next Conference to be held in Bamako in December 2006;

2. That actions undertaken to transfer the ALive Partnership to African Institutions be pursued in accordance with previous resolutions of the Executive Committee;

3. That the current Executive Committee be re-elected for a second mandate of two years;

4. That Africa speak with one voice during the next international Conference in Bamako. This passes necessarily by the sharing of and adhering to the document “Needs and Gaps for Africa” prepared by the Alive “Task Force”; this process would be accelerated to ensure its delivery in due time;
5. That the Secretariat support the preparation of projects aimed at the prevention and control of avian influenza using specific funds (8 million euros) expected from the European Commission;

6. That the disarability of creating the post of a Vice-President of the General Assembly be discussed by the Executive Committee as well as the modalities for creating the post if so decided abd the outcome to be presented at the Third General Assembly. 
At the financial level

7. To its President and the Executive Committee to undertake appropriate actions with donors so that funds be made available to (i) complete the activities of the first three-year plan of the Partnership, (ii) prepare its second three-year Plan and (iii) carry out specific actions for the prevention and control of avian and human influenza; 

8. That the African Union undertake to ensure the sustainability of the ALive Secretariat after its transfer by including in the long-term, part of its operating expenses on the budget of the African Commission.

At the technical level
9. That the third Programme of Annual Activities as prepared by the EC7 be adopted and implemented as such.
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
