RECOMMENDATIONS 

CONSIDERING:

The ALive Operational Guidelines;

The recommendations adopted at the ALive Second Ordinary General Assembly held in Nairobi on 25 October 2006;

The creation of the Regional Animal Health Center in Bamako in March 2006 and the progressive establishment of the Regional Animal Health Centers in Nairobi, and at a later stage in Gaborone and Tunis;

The resolutions of the seventh Executive Committee of ALive regarding the transfer of the Presidency of the ALive Executive Committee from the Director General of the World Organization for Animal Health (OIE) to the Director of the African Union Inter-African Bureau for Animal Resources (AU-IBAR) for a three-year term (September 2007 – August 2010), per current ALive Operational Guidelines; and
The proposal of the African Union to include ALive in the agenda of the forthcoming African Ministerial Conference for Agriculture, which will be held in Nairobi in March-April 2008.
THE THIRD ORDINARY GENERAL ASSEMBLY of ALive held in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, on 20 September 2007
Thanks the host country, Ethiopia, represented by the Deputy Prime Minister, Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock, the Minister of Livestock and Fisheries from Mali, and the Deputy Minister of Livestock Development from the United Republic of Tanzania, OIE, FAO, the European Commission, the French Government, and all other donors and participants;
Commends ALive’s major achievements and the personal involvement of the ALive Executive Committee outgoing President, Dr Bernard Vallat, Director General of the World Organization for Animal Health (OIE) and welcomes the incoming President, Dr Modibo Traore, Director of the African Union Inter-African Bureau for Animal Resources (AU-IBAR); and
Thanks the ALive Secretariat for its considerable efforts and acknowledges the outputs of the first Three Year Action Plan (TAP1), which was implemented from October 2004 to September 2007.
And recommends:
At the institutional level
1. To ensure the effective participation and to broaden the membership of the stakeholders from, inter alia, the donor community, the private sector, and livestock associations in the ALive partnership;

2. To support the ALive Secretariat, including the branch office of the Secretariat in AU-IBAR in Nairobi, in its efforts of assuring the development of the livestock sector in Sub-Sahara Africa according to the EC7 Resolution and GA2 of Nairobi;

3. To strengthen the Secretariat and that the branch office’s Needs Assessment be undertaken by AU-IBAR and submitted to EC11 for validation in order to make it operational as soon as possible;
At the financial level

4. To undertake appropriate actions with the donor community in order to ensure the sustainability of the ALive Platform by funding the core functions of the Secretariat, including its branch office in Nairobi,  and meeting costs;

5. To request the Secretariat in consultation with the Chairperson of the General Assembly and the President of the Executive Committee to organize a donor conference in order to raise the necessary funds for the implementation of the TAP2;

6. To make every possible effort to maintain the good governance of the ALive Partnership and bring on board other donors involved in the field of livestock development in Africa for effective participation in the ALive activities and finances;

At the technical level

7. To promote the use of the Evaluation of the Performance of the Veterinary Services in Sub-Saharan African countries;
8. To ensure synergies between the Comprehensive Africa Agriculture Development Program and the ALive Platform;
9. That the draft activities of TAP2 constitutes the basis for further elaboration of a final TAP2 to be validated at the next Executive Committee meeting;
10. That the Policy Notes and other products approved by the Tenth Executive Committee be broadly disseminated at all possible levels, and urges the ALive donors and all potential donors to effectively participate in the funding of the communication and dissemination of  these tools and other products;
11. To support the AU-IBAR in the preparation of the upcoming International Conference on avian and human influenza in New Delhi, India;
12. That the fourth General Assembly is held on the last week of September 2008; the venue will be determined at a later stage.
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
