Launching of the platform

Paris, May 31 – June 1st 2004

Considéring THAT :

· Economic growth, poverty reduction and food security are priorities in the  African development agenda, and to which the livestock sector can make a strong contribution ;

· A healthy and dynamic livestock sector can and should be an essential component of poverty reduction programs in Africa;

· The economic and social impact of animal diseases and the importance of their  control for poverty reduction, and access to regional and international markets, call for important investments for the prevention of a sanitary crisis and the protection of disease-free countries;

· The volume of investment in livestock is considered insufficient considering the number of people who depend on livestock and the potential contribution of the sector to poverty reduction and trade;

· The economic, social and environment impacts of livestock support programs, in terms of securing assets, access to formal markets, intensification and economic growth are considered as very important; 

· The future livestock development pathways and the subsequent general approach for a fully realized contribution of the livestock sector to economic growth and poverty reduction in Africa, as described in the concept note for ALive, a partnership for livestock  development for poverty reduction and economic growth in sub-Sahara Africa, are endorsed by all partners of the ALive program (see Annex);

· The analysis of the main constraints that the sector faces in terms of livestock policies, institutions, participation, coordination and use of technologies is shared among the partners;

· The capacity of the livestock institutions (public, private and associative sectors) in terms of organization, training, equipments and infrastructures, are largely insufficient, and;

· The strong demand from African countries and the clear interest of donors in reviving livestock development in Africa.

THE ALIVE CONSTITUTIVE GENERAL ASSEMBLY MET IN PARIS, France ON maY 31 AND  JUNE 1ST and decideD :

· To launch the multi-stakeholder platform ALive and recommend that this platform be developed and supported in order to respond to the challenge of livestock development in Africa in a coordinated, synergic, complementary and efficient way; 

· To endorsed the Concept Note and the Operational Guidelines that have been proposed to the Constitutive General Assembly of ALive; 

· To confirm the appointment of the Chair of the General Assembly, and the Chair and the Members of the Executive Committee (see Annex);

· That the Secretariat be hosted by the World Bank in Washington, DC, USA and confirmed Dr. François Le Gall as the Program Manager of ALive;

· That it is highly recommended that all efforts be made by the partners of ALive to inform the general public, to sensitize and to convince decision-makers on the importance of ALive, to attract investors and donors, and to launch the program ALive; 

· That a extraordinary meeting be held to define the functioning of the multi-donor trust funds and to examine a preliminary action plan, and;

· To ask to potential donors to confirm their contribution to the trust funds at the earliest.
